Proposals are solicited for the following types of presentations. 
•

Research Reports: 20-minute presentations of completed research that will not have been presented in a journal or at a professional meeting prior to November, 2012. While the research may not be completed at the time of proposal submission, the following must be addressed: purpose, theory base/conceptual framework, and research design.  (Refereed)

•
Research Training Sessions: 45- or 90-minute research training sessions devoted to topics such as the design and development of research projects, new research techniques, statistical analysis, and the reporting of research findings.

•
Technical/Professional Training Sessions: 45- or 90-minute technical/professional training sessions devoted to topics relating to using the Web for educational and research purposes, using design tools for instructional and research development, or integrating software applications into the business curriculum. Examples of proposal topics may include developing a research plan, becoming an expert through research and practice, and addressing challenges facing the profession today.

Innovative Instructional Practices: 20-minute presentations of action research, classroom teaching

applications, and other unique instructional strategies. Topics may include (but are not limited to) case studies of classroom or workplace applications, innovative approaches to curriculum and instruction, innovative approaches to linking school-to-work, theoretical models, modeling, assessment with accompanying evaluation, and exemplary training and industry-based initiatives. (Refereed)

•
Work in Progress: 20-minute presentations of work in progress may be on any topic mentioned above. These sessions will provide an opportunity for the researcher to discuss ideas with colleagues before engaging in a study or project. Participants may be individuals beginning their research career or more experienced researchers who wish to attempt something new.

· Proposals must be submitted by May 10, 2012, following these directions:

1. Email your submission as an attachment, in Microsoft Word, to Virginia Hemby at Virginia.Hemby-Grubb@mtsu.edu.  Personal and institutional identification should be removed from the body of the paper.  

2. Identify yourself and your institution only on the cover page.  Submissions will be anonymously reviewed. A cover page is required with the title of the paper and identifying information for each author: name, institutional affiliation, address, phone and fax numbers, and e-mail address.

· To serve as a session discussant and/or chair for the conference, contact Marcel Robles at marcel.robles@eku.edu.

Book of Readings: Authors of selected papers will be notified on or before July 1, 2012. In order for the paper to be included in the Book of Readings (instructions will be provided), presenters must submit completed papers to Virginia Hemby, as a Word file, by September 15, 2012. Papers in the Book of Readings will be considered for potential publication in The Delta Pi Epsilon Journal and the Journal of Applied Research for Business Instruction.

Registration:
All presenters must register for the conference.
Awards: Two outstanding paper awards will be presented at the conference:  one for empirical research and the second for innovative instructional practices. The top-rated papers for the conference will be published in The Delta Pi Epsilon Journal and the Journal of Applied Research for Business Instruction.
